Many of those who end up 
behind bars have not been 
convicted of a crime - they 
are only in jail because 
they can’t afford to post 
bail. And because of the 
historical legacy of racism 
in this country, the system 
disproportionately hurts 
African Americans, Latinos, 
and Native Americans. 

We are fighting to stop this 
system of injustice and 
end the practice of cor-
porations profiting off the 
suffering of incarcerated 
people and their families. 

The U.S. has been at war 
for the past 18 years 
with no clear objective 
or endpoint.  More than 
250,000 civilians have 
been killed, 7,000 US troops 
have died, and American 
taxpayers have paid more 
than $2.8 trillion dollars 
to the military-industrial 
complex. 

Despite the staggering 
human and economic 
costs, politicians - 
both Republicans and 
Democrats alike - continue 
spending on warfare 
instead of healthcare, 
childcare and other 
priorities.
